[bookmark: _GoBack]Ambulance Process
Ambulance Process when we are facilitating ambulance transfer to/from the NIH/CC - Non-Emergent:
· The Team works directly with CC Admissions and completes the Ambulance Request Form. 
· Admissions reaches out to the IC team to obtain completed NIH 2541 - Authorization for Outside Medical Expenses.
· A MOLST form is also required for all ambulance transfers leaving MD
Ambulance Process - Emergent - Life Threatening: Collaborate with LIP - they call CC Admissions to request emergent transport through the NIH Fire Department
Ambulance Process - Urgent Transfer to National Children's Hospital in Washington DC (Pediatric Medical):
· LIP/team call Children's Hospital Life Line: 800-884-LIFE (5433)
· Team provides report about patient's status, etc.
· Lifeline determines transportation mode (e.g. helicopter, ground ambulance) 
· Notify CC Admissions of planned transfer: 301-496-3315/3141
NHLBI Cardiovascular Branch-Suburban Partnership - BEAT line
· Provides direct admission to Suburban by ambulance for cardiovascular events
· Only applies to NHLBI patients
· Call: 301-896-2328 (BEAT)
When a patient is arriving by ambulance to the NIH/CC and the NIH/CC has NOT been involved in the arrangement: 
· Typically these are hospital to hospital transfers, often directly admitted to the ICU
· The sending hospital makes ambulance arrangements
· The IC Team works directly with CC Admissions and completes the specified portion of the Ambulance Request Form
· Admissions then notifies the NIH Police to prepare security/NIH visitor entrance gates for patient arrival by ambulance
