Grants Compilation (Rachel and position open): 
Stephanie is no longer on the committee, so we need someone to help Rachel put this list together. Rachel and Stephanie did make some progress, and we do understand that OITE also has a role to play in putting these lists together. However, their focus is mainly on junior postdocs, and we need a more comprehensive resource list that includes a  list of translational awards we can apply for. There are organizations such as the MS society and American Heart also have translation grants and we want to see if we can get those established by the ethics office for awards we are allowed to apply for. This is an important resource that we should work towards and have posted on our website.

II. Outstanding trainee Award

a. We wondered if there would be postbacs who would submit work they had done during their undergraduate. Thus, we wanted to clarify that the award and abstract should be based on work done while at NCI.
b. We also acknowledge that that this award will most likely be for 2nd year or more senior graduate students. We wondered whether there could be a written submission by the nominee, or a post-doc mentor, similar to that for the post doc? It could include why they should have the award as well and discuss how they have contributed to the NIH postbacc community, and how the NIH has contributed to their development. Perhaps a short piece getting them to describe their work in  lay manner? We recognize this means that the selection committee would have to read them but it shouldn’t be too much to go over… Maybe they’d only even be read if they’re in the final running anyway?

c. We had a few questions. 

i. How will the award criteria be weighted? 

ii. When is the judging likely to be open/closed?

iii. How is the award to be advertised?

iv. Who is judging?

v. Can we speak further with those coordinating/speaking about this to discuss our thoughts as postbacc representatives?

III. Workshops

a. We think we should do a short survey of the postbacc committee regarding their interests/concerns as we would like to have some workshops that are relevant to us. But we also recognize that time is an issue right now, and so if we are to do this we will need to move quickly. 

b. We definitely would recommend something to the effect of, “How to maximize time and effort while an NIH postbacc” – possibly divided into 2 (simultaneous?) sections, one for Medical and one for Graduate hopefuls. (Pre-vets, etc can decide on which best fits their needs). Ideally, this would suggest options outside NIH but in the area (i.e. if courses should still be taken, if recurrent volunteering in a medical setting or patient contact is needed…).

c. We would definitely like to discuss further what the names of the workshops should be so postbaccs are not misled (or mistakenly don’t go to a relevant one they would have liked to!) about what the contents will be.
