Addendum I: NPA Meeting update

1. CCR had a strong presence. Three attendees were present: Jonathan Wiest, Andrea McCollum, and Raed Samara. Also, Dr. Wiest moderated some workshops and CCR was recognized for its support of the NPA.

2. Poster was well received. Everyone was impressed by our ability to actually hold meetings across three campuses. The Colloquium drew a lot of attention. Particularly, the structure of our seminar series was very impressive.

3. Winning posters:

a. Brown’s postdoctoral advisory panel: bridging the biomedical-University divide. This poster describes the establishment of a campus-wide postdoctoral advisory panel (PAP) that includes postdocs from the Brown’s division of biology and medicine with postdocs from the Graduate school.

b. Combinatorial strategies adopted by Los Alamos Postdoc Association (LAPA) for personal and professional growth of postdocs. This poster presented the cohort of activities pursued by LAPA for personal and professional growth of postdocs.

c. Industry exploration program: advancing the careers of MGH postdocs. This poster describes a newly-launched and pilot program in collaboration with the Mass Biotech Council and its member companies that provides research fellows at MGH a view of biotech research, as well as a chance to network with and engage members of the industry.

5. Dr. Francis Collins delivered the Keynote speech.

a. Full description of his talk is available on the NPA’s website (nationalpostdoc.org)
b. Highlights:

i. Speaking to the postdocs: "You are a larger force than you realize in terms of influencing the decision-makers,"

ii. Commenting on the Core Competencies published by the NPA, he said, "It's a good blueprint for conversation. Postdocs can show it to their mentors and ask, ‘Are you providing me this?'"

iii. Dr. Collins asked that the NPA members and friends do their part and suggested that they participate in National Lab Day (nationallabday.org) (another way to reach out to the community is by participating in the LifeWorks Speakers Bureau program that Jonathan email us about http://osedev.od.nih.gov/LifeWorksSpeakersBureau.nsf/Home.xsp)

6. Postdoc entrepreneurs recognized: For the first time, the entrepreneurial performance of postdoctoral researchers in the scientific community is being formally honored and celebrated. Dr. Stephen W. Turner, chief technology officer of Pacific Biosciences, has been named the 2010 Ewing Marion Kauffman Foundation Outstanding Postdoctoral Entrepreneur, and Dr. Antonio R. Webb, co-founder, senior scientist, and lead development engineer of VesselTek, has been named the 2010 Ewing Marion Kauffman Foundation Emerging Postdoctoral Entrepreneur. Dr. Turner received a $10,000 honorarium, and Dr. Webb received a $2,500 honorarium.
