Update from Stephanie:

· Rachel and Steph are currently working on gathering information from various societies for grants that senior postdocs can apply for as transition type awards or basic start-up grants that they could get upon transitioning.  

· There is a list of fellowships that currently exists that was generated by Shawn Mullen for NIH postdocs. The problem with this list is that almost everything listed is for 1st or 2nd year postdocs to only apply funding for their postdoc training and we are looking for next step career awards.  The other issue for those younger fellows that do want to apply for these, they have not all been approved by the ethics office for CCR postdocs, for some reason we have different eligibility for things comparted to other NIH fellows.
· Steph has been in contact with Shawn and they will work together to generate the information we need.  Eventually this list will be available as an insert in the PD handbook and as a spot on our website/wiki.

Bethesda: Fellows PASS (Presentation and Seminar Skills)

PASS (Presentation and Seminar Skills) is a 2-part monthly series that is open to all CCR scientists. Participants are given the opportunity to both practice and polish their presentation skills. Initially, fellows go through their presentation with Scott Morgan during a one on one tutoring session, where Scott provides feedback on style, content, delivery of message etc. 

A week or two later, the participant presents their talk in front of colleagues and receives additional constructive feedback. Scott attends and provides additional feedback following the presentation.

Scott has over 15 years of valuable experience in science communication and has recently co-authored a book, ‘Speaking about Science’.

We will work with the fellow and Scott to arrange the tutoring session and follow-up presentation. This is a wonderful opportunity for anyone who wishes to improve his/her presentation skills either for a meeting presentation or job talk.
