Graduate Student Representative: (John and Katie) 
There was discussion in the last meeting concerning the inclusion of graduate students and post baccalaureate fellows in the activities of FYI. A major concern raised was a seeming lack of mechanism to disseminate FYI information to these fellow populations with any uniformity, as no formal list serve (like the CCR-postdoc listserv) exists. Katie Stagliano, Mary Velthuis, and I have worked to prepare a list of CCR graduate students, and found there to be no straight forward mechanism to systematically identify these fellows and include them on a mailing list. Further input from the committee as a whole is needed to determine the best mechanism disseminating email information to this fellow population (i.e. Creation of formal (NIH) listserv for CCR-Grad students to sign up, steering committee member maintaining a list from their own email account, etc).  
· We have about 40 people on this list, but because of the variety of classifications it is very difficult to generate a comprehensive list.  Maybe Jeff Shilling can advise us on the best way to manage a mailing list or keeping a list in Excel.
Postbac Subcommittee: (Mike and Nkosi) 
Mike and Nkosi, both Bethesda members are going to lead the post bac subcommittee. Ideally we would like to have a Frederick representative, but this is something we can continue to strive and advocate for. Nkosi has a list of all post bacs in CCR, and with the help of Mike, will pull out all the addresses from the global and input them into a database that they will monitor.

Survivorship (Alison and Nesrin): Considering potential areas to cover and suitable speakers. The past two years have been personal stories of cancer survivorship. Julia Rowland of the Office of Cancer Survivorship has been suggested and may be able to provide another perspective. Also in contact with Deborah Langer from the Office of Advocacy Relations, who presented last year (They would like to get feedback from us on this)
